London College of Fashion (LCF) is one of six constituent colleges at the University of the Arts London (UAL) with a strong inter and transdisciplinary academic fashion-related portfolio. MSc Cosmetic Science Course at LCF is a unique 5-year course that provides students with specific scientific knowledge and skills in different areas underpinning cosmetic science. Cosmetic Science Research Lab focuses on redesigning traditional and developing novel, sustainable cosmetic formulation concepts.

This PhD scholarship in Cosmetic Science opportunity invites suitable candidates with a scientific background and an interest in new technologies and cosmetic innovation. LCF, Cosmetic Science Research Lab is seeking innovative proposals related to the application of 3D printing technology to personalised cosmetics, accompanied with comprehensive research into the underlying technological aspects. 

Applicants should hold, or expect to achieve, at good Honours degree (or equivalent) in Cosmetic Science or related areas (e.g., Physical Chemistry, Chemistry, Pharmacy, Chemical Engineering) with substantial laboratory experience. A relevant master’s degree and/or experience in 3D printing is desirable. An IELTS (academic) overall score of 7.0 (and 7.0 in writing) is essential for candidates for whom English is not their first language.

UAL’s research is assessed as being 83% world leading and international in the UK Research Excellence Framework (REF 2014) for Art & Design: History, Practice, Theory. It is ranked within the top five research universities in its broader peer group in the UK and first in the Power ranking for Art and Design: History, Practice and Theory category.
